4 Store each book’s wordlist/ flashcards in a separate box (a shoe box is ideal)

e N.B. We have supplied each word in 2 forms — starting with i) lower case and ii) capital letters. A WORD
LOOKS DIFFERENT TO A NEW LEARNER WHEN IT HAS A CAPITAL LETTER!

e Many teachers prefer to introduce the words using just the lower case letters, unless it’s a proper noun:
Mother, Grandmother etc. However, others flip the cards to expose the children to both.

¢ Not all of the words are introduced with a capital letter in this book.
